Remember :  

No alcoholic beverages or drugs are permitted on 

the grounds.  

According to our insurance dictates, all riders 

must be at least 8 years old as of the show date to 

ride and/or compete. However, to be an official 

member and have points count toward year end 

awards, youth must be 8 years old as of 1/1/08 to 

qualify. 

Pennsylvania Dept. of Agriculture requires any 

rabies inoculations be done by a licensed 

veterinarian to be valid. All horses and ponies 

over six months of age entered in 4-H shows or 

events must be inoculated for rabies at least thirty 

days prior to the event if this is the animalôs initial 

inoculation. All horse must have current rabies 

vaccination, and re-vaccination is required 

annually.  

You must show a copy of negative EIA status 

when you enter. Bring a copy to the entry booth 

for all open shows. Leave a copy of the rabies 

inoculation at the entry booth.

An Acknowledgement of Risk release MUST be  

completed & turned in with entries from ALL   

non 4-H participants, youth and adults.
